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[57] ABSTRACT

An improved golf club has a striking face which in-
cludes a central portion having an accentuated roll. The
roll portion has a radius of curvature preferably. be-
tween 1 inch and 0.70 inch..Grooves extend parallel to
the accentuated roll portion on opposite sides thereof.
An upper substantially flat surface  exiends along the
striking face above the upper groove, and a lower sub-
stantially .flat surface extends along the striking face
below the lower groove. These surfaces reduce the
effect of a mis-hit. The club face may also have a bulge
with a radius of curvature of approximately 4 feet and a
loft preferably between 8 and 18 degrees. The increased
compression provided by the accentuated roll increases
the distance of a drive by approximately ten percent.
