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A

portion at one end and a putter head at an opposite end. The
shaft includes a lower forward offset portion and a straight
portion. The straight portion defines a majority of the length
of the putter and is disposed at an upright lie angle allowing
effective use of the putter in the side saddle approach. The
forward offset portion allows effective use of the putter with
a conventional putting stroke.
